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ALTHORNE PARISH COUNCIL
Notes on a virtual Parish Council Meeting held at 7:30pm
on Wednesday 21 October 2020.

Introduction: Regular readers of these notes will be aware that Parish Council meetings
are now held “virtually”. We no longer meet in the Parish Hall, as this would violate C19
regulations on assembly. We meet electronically, using the Zoom application. The parish
council holds a paid licence and Clerk acts as moderator from home.

No doubt, through employment or social channels, many readers will be familiar with video
messaging. But some may not. This diversion from the meeting narrative has the specific
objective of encouraging virtual parishioner attendance. Parishioners will need a relatively
modern pc, tablet or phone device for the full video and aural experience. For those without
this, there is telephone access. However, given that council meetings regularly exceed the
“free time” on many tariffs, participation could prove expensive!

Some applications permit third party direct access to the feed, but not participation, for
example, Maldon District Council meetings. Zoom requires participants to pre-register with the
moderator, in our case the Clerk. She notifies councillors and registered parishioners of the
“address” of the meeting via e-mail. For access simply click on the underlined blue meeting
string. Participants have to have Zoom installed; but third party access is free.

Meetings generally are held on the last Wednesday of the month; prior Notice of the Meeting
and also the Agenda are published on-line. A virtual council meeting format is similar to the
physical one, i.e. a closed meeting held in public. There are, however, two opportunities for
public participation via “Forums: one at the beginning, for comment on Agenda ltems, and
towards the close, one for more general comment.

Meeting Preliminaries: There were no apologies for absence as all seven councillors were
present. District Cllr. Bassenger and one member of the public observed process. After the
Minutes of the previous meeting and an Extra-ordinary meeting regarding planning were
approved, CllIr. Burgess declared a Pecuniary Interest. This related to an Appeal notification
relating to Bridgemarsh

Marina, where he holds a licence as a berth holder. In the first Public Forum with respect to
Agenda Items, there was no public comment.

Finance: Having distributed the relevant financial information to councillors, the Clerk
requested Payment Authorisation for the outstanding accounts; this was unanimously agreed.
Disclosable payments included one for Grass cutting and hedge trimming, and a quarterly
payment for the services of the MDC Community Protection Team. An agenda item
referenced the 2021/2022 Budget, preparatory to a November review and December Precept
decision.

Planning: Five applications were advised by MDC. Two related to a listed property in
Summerhill (20/00824 and 20/00984); the council supported this item. One of the Appeals to
the Planning Inspectorate related to an MDC decision to refuse an application for an
agricultural barn on the grounds that it was not considered reasonably necessary for the
purpose of agriculture. The council felt that this precedent was applicable to a proposal for an
implement shed and barn on Buttons Hill (20/00820); it recommended refusal. A variation of a
previous planning application for a property on Summerhill (20/00791) was supported, as was
a proposal for an extension on a property on the Burnham Road (20/01011).

MDC informed its refusal for a 14 dwelling development on the Winterdale Manor Site
(20/00609). Two Appeals relating Bridgemarsh Marina were noted: one against the refusal to
grant a claim for lawful development (20/00026), and secondly against a refusal to consent to
an agricultural barn (19/01229AGR) referenced above.

Neighbourhood Plan: The C19 pandemic had slowed the creation of a Questionnaire to
support the submission of the Plan. Momentum was now beginning to be restored in this
matter.



District Councillors Report : Dist. Clir Bassenger informed that the Independents have now
taken the majority at Maldon District Council. ClIr. Mark Heard will be nominated as Chairman
of the Council and ClIr. Wendy Stamp is to be nhominated as the Leader. The Independent

Group now included in the consultation Bradwell B scoping document have made comments.

Transport Report : A memorandum submitted by our Transport Rep. Alan Brignall, was read
out by the Clerk.

Clerk’s Report: In September The Community Protection Team carried out Trucam (road
speed device) patrols on Summerhill. Forty-four contraventions were recorded.

Essex Locality Fund: Parishes in the Southminster Ward (which includes Althorne) may be
eligible for ECC grants of up to £10,000, for community projects.

It was decided to apply for a grant towards the replacement of the Parish Hall garden fence,
as this was a deliverable scheme.

Remembrance Sunday Event: The chairman advised that a Licensed Lay Minister, Hayley
Rodgers, would officiate at the parish War Memorial. In line with the regulations, a C-19 risk
assessment for the authorised group would be carried out and social distancing encouraged.

Recreation Ground: ClIr. Bailey had undertaken a comprehensive review of the Recreation
Ground amenities. A full analysis of her recommendations can be read in the Minutes for the
meeting, which will be published on-line and on the council notice boards. What follows is a
summary of the topics on her extensive list. State of Trees; Benches; the Netball fixture; the
Tennis Court; the Dog Walk; the Play Equipment; the Toddlers Area; the Youth Shelter; Dog
Poo (a perennial topic); and the Rubbish Bins. The Chairman expressed his gratitude to ClIr.
Baily and requested that she assumed portfolio responsibility for the Recreation Ground (a
long overdue appointment). Parishioners should be very grateful for her significant
contribution to maintaining/enhancing this valuable community amenity.

2021/22 Budget/Precept Preliminaries: It was suggested that a preparatory meeting might
be held, better to familiarise the new councillors with the elements of the budget and to
improve decision-making. It was agreed to hold this in the week before the next council
meeting

Reports from Meetings and Events attended: ClIr. Inkpen attended Bradwell B
Community Forum. He informed that that the recent virtual consultation received more
responses than for Hinkley Point and Sizewell B. ClIr Noye reported attending a meeting of
the Henry Gilder Drake Trustees (its AlIms House is on Summerhill next to the Parish Hall).

Second Public Forum: There were no comments from parishioners.

Closure:  After noting that the next monthly council meeting will be held virtually* at 7:30pm
on Wednesday, November 25, 2020, the Chairman closed the meeting at 9:31pm.

* Parishioners are reminded that they can join the virtual meeting. Zoom contact details will be
available once the Agenda is published. Alternatively, submit your e-mail address for
electronic notification; the Clerk maintains a parishioner contact list. GDPR applies to
personal data held.

ALTHORNE'S WAR MEMORIAL

Did you know that it cost £253 and that it took the villagers over four years to raise
the money. By September 1924 £150 had been raised, 75 people then pledged to
give 2d. a week for a year, the work was carried out by volunteer labour and took
over two years to complete, there's over 200 pieces of wood, 100 tons of concrete in
the base and it was finally unveiled at noon on Sunday 11th July,1926. We will
remember them.

Think NHS 111 First programme

From December, residents in mid and south Essex who have an urgent medical problem and
think they need to visit the emergency department at their local hospital, or are not sure what
to do, will be asked to call NHS 111 first.

If a visit to the emergency department is necessary, they will be given a time slot when they
should attend and the hospital will be informed when the patient is coming. Calling NHS 111
first means patients should avoid a lengthy wait in the waiting room. For some patients it
could mean that they do not need to visit at all, if there is an alternative way of meeting their
needs.

For those with life-threatening illness or serious injury, the 999 service remains in place.
GP Extended Access Services

For the time being the Extended Access Service is available only from North Chelmsford Health
Centre. Tel: 01245 398055. Appointments are available as follows:

Monday to Friday, 6.30pm to 8pm

Saturday and Sunday, 8am to 8pm.

While this will require more travel for people living in Maldon District, most of the Extended Access
appointments are now being held over the phone or via video call as with normal daytime GP services.

Housing

During the coronavirus outbreak most possession claims in the courts have been paused.
This pause, often called an ‘eviction ban’, has now ended and the courts have started to
consider claims made by landlords again. Citizens Advice research tells us that 2.6 million
renters have either missed or expect to miss a rent payment because of coronavirus.

At Maldon and District Citizens Advice we have advisers who can help both landlords and
tenants understand the process, negotiate arrangements to help prevent evictions and
discuss alternative housing options.

Other common problems include housing disrepair, where landlords are not carrying out the
necessary work to keep a home safe, worry over being unable to make mortgage or rental
payments and tenants stuck in long term temporary accommodation.

Case Study

My income has dropped due to coronavirus and I’'m struggling to keep up with all of
my bills. | rent my house from a private landlord and pay all the usual bills - electricity,
water, and Council Tax. How best can | juggle them, and is there any help | can get
from the government?

If your income is reduced because of coronavirus, you should check whether you're entitled to
sick pay or to claim benefits. You can check your eligibility for both sick pay and benefits on
the Citizens Advice website.

If you’re struggling to pay rent, talk to your landlord straight away. You should explain the
situation and could ask for more time to pay, a temporary reduction in rent, or ask to catch up
any missed payments by instalments. If you contact Maldon and District Citizens Advice an
adviser can help you explain things to your landlord. If you can’t come to an agreement with
your landlord, it's a good idea to pay what you can afford and keep a record of what you
offered.

The government has temporarily changed the law around evictions. Your landlord can’t take
court action to evict you until after 20 September 2020 and the normal notice period of 2
months has been increased to 6 months.

If you already receive help with housing costs, such as Housing Benefit, you should tell the
council your income has reduced. If you don’t claim it already, you might be entitled to help
with housing costs from the government via a Universal Credit claim.

When it comes to your utilities, you should contact the provider as soon as possible.
Depending on the type of bill, they may be able to arrange a payment plan, and some have
schemes in place for people in financial hardship.

You should also talk to your local council, as your income has reduced you might be entitled
to a council tax reduction.

If you’re struggling to pay multiple bills, it's important to sort out what's known as ‘priority bills’
like energy bills or council tax. These should be paid before credit card bills. This is because
the immediate consequences of not paying these bills are much more serious.
