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ALTHORNE PARISH COUNCIL

Notes on a Meeting of Althorne Parish Council held at 7:30pm on Wednesday June 23
2012 in the Parish Hall.

Preliminaries: The meeting was held in the Parish Hall, with councillors and parishioners
being socially distanced; personal protection equipment and hand sanitiser was available.
Five councillors attended, there was one apology for absence; the vacant seat hopefully will
be filled by co-option. After the minutes of the meeting held on May 26 2021 were approved,
the Chairman made a Declaration of Pecuniary interest. This was in respect of a planning
application relating to a field adjacent to his dwelling.

Public Form with respect to Agenda Iltems: The Chairman enquired if there were any
comments relating to the planning application for which he had declared a pecuniary interest.
Given that there were, he relinquished the Chair to the Vice Chairman and retired to the
parish office. There was broad agreement that the application was inappropriate, including a
number of material considerations, as well as a more general consideration of the impact on
the environment.

Finance: The Clerk requested and was granted authority for payments totalling £3,699.
Items requiring statutory notification related to grass cutting and the internal auditors report.
She also noted that the internal auditors had approved the parish Annual Accounts for the
year ended March 31 2021. Some minor recommendations, including the method of valuing
properties listed in the Asset Register, had been registered. The Chairman confirmed that he
had completed and submitted the statutory Annual Governance and Accountability Return.

Planning: Three planning applications were considered. 21/00548, for retrospective
approval for the installation of a PVC replacement window in Kirk Mews, was supported.
Given a Pecuniary Interest in 21/00193, Land Adjacent Cliffords Farm, Burnham Road, the
Chairman left the meeting. Noting incorrect information, it being outside the village envelope
and in an unsustainable location, refusal of planning permission was recommended; the
Chairman was then recalled. The third application, 21/00369, related to the reinstatement of a
fence in Highfield Rise. The council again raised no objection, but noted some conflict
between historic planning consents and covenants concerning street layout.

Decisions Notified: MDC confirmed approval of 21/00131, for a brick wall on the Fambridge
Road, and 21/00082, for a building to support equestrian activities on Buttons Hill.

Neighbourhood Plan: The Chairman of the Steering Group noted the format of a
Questionnaire was being concluded and, given the easing C19 restrictions, a group meeting
would be called.

MDC Statement of Community Involvement: This relates to the way in which MDC
responds to community interest in planning applications. It was agreed that Council would
also respond to a questionnaire on the process. The chairman noted that when reviewing the
SCI on the MDC website he noted that there was a statement that the Planning Department
would no longer notify adjacent dwellings. He felt this was a regressive step diminishing
householder rights. It was agreed to express concern to MDC.

Health Report: Documents relating to developments in our Clinical Commissioning Group,
which affects hospital resources etc. were circulated for information.

Recreation Ground: ClIr Bailey noted she had received a quotation for car park surfacing
maintenance; it was felt that given the cost two more proposals should be sought. She had
surveyed the ditches and recommended a programme of cleaning and maintenance.

Parish Forum - General Interest: Recent flooding in Highfield Rise and on-going
inundation issues in Althorne village at the bottom of Summerhill were noted. Concerns
relating to motorist’ visibility on signage caused by overgrown hedges and vegetation was
raised; reinstatement of the SID by the 3 Horseshoes pub should be referred to our new



County Councillor; the issue of surface water ingression at the junction with Station Road
appears to have reasserted itself; it was agreed to remove the Tommy silhouette from the
War Memorial.

Information Exchange: A more focused approach for dealing with drainage issue was
proposed. It was advised that the Bradwell B nuclear power station developers were willing to
make a presentation to the council.

Closure: After announcing the next Parish Council Meeting was scheduled to be held at
7:30pm in the Parish Hall on Wednesday July 29 2021 and after thanking councillors and

parishioners for their attendance and contribution, the Chairman closed the meeting at
9:27pm.

BUS NEWS

DaRT 99 service has introduced a new timetable from 1st June and runs via Maldon and
Chelmsford to Broomfield Hospital. It needs to be booked, by phoning 01621 874410 and it
leaves Althorne 6 times on weekdays at approximate times between 06:45 to 19:00 with
journey time of 70 minutes. The return journey using a “DaRT Saver ticket is £12 but this
saves your fuel and car parking fees. Concessionary passes can be used.

Customer feedback and ideas for improvements has been requested by Andy Ambrose of the
DaRT organisation and input can be sent directly to andy@essexandsuffolkdart.co.uk.

If you are eligible for a bus pass but do not have one please consider getting one as a ‘just in
case’. Instances could be your car breaks down or you need to attend a medical appointment
for which you are advised not to drive afterwards. Forms are available from public libraries
and a few copies for Senior Persons pass are kept in the village hall foyer.

Fords shopper bus runs to Chelmsford every other Friday, next dates are July 30th, August
13th and 27th. Stephensons shopper buses do not operate during school holidays.

Ending a Relationship

You don’t have to go to court to decide what to do when you separate unless you really can’t
agree with each other. It can be cheaper and quicker to figure out the arrangements yourselves,
but even if you do agree, it's a good idea to talk to a solicitor.

If you have children

It's best to keep arrangements about children informal if you can. This is because courts
normally won’t decide who a child lives or spends time with if they think the parents can sort
things out between themselves. This is known as the ‘no order principle’.

You're both responsible for the cost of looking after your children after you separate - even if
you’re not married or in a civil partnership.

Deciding what to do with your home

There are very few circumstances where your partner can make you leave your home. They
can’t change the locks or force you to leave, so try to take time to figure out what you both want
and need.

Managing your money

You and your ex-partner might be able to agree between yourselves how to divide your money.
Even if you do, it's a good idea to talk to a solicitor once you've decided what you want to do.

You'll also need to include any debts you share, like credit cards or loans.

If you’re married or in a civil partnership you can ask for financial support from your ex-partner
as soon as you separate. This is known as ‘spousal maintenance’ and is a regular payment to
help you pay bills and other living costs. You can't get spousal maintenance if you weren't
married or in a civil partnership.

Who should you tell

If you pay council tax, you should tell your local council - you'll pay less if you live on your own.

You'll also need to tell your local council you’ve separated if you get Housing Benefit or council
tax reduction.



If you get benefits, being part of a couple might affect how much you get. You should tell the
office that deals with your claim that you've separated as soon as possible - most benefits have
a 30-day deadline.

If you get tax credits, you should tell the HMRC within 30 days.
Case Study

| am separating from my husband and hope to get a divorce shortly. We have come to
an amicable agreement about our children and the house but we can’t agree about
money or who keeps the dogs.

If your marriage ends, you can ask for financial support - known as ‘spousal maintenance’ -
from your ex-partner as soon as you separate. This is in addition to any child maintenance they
might have to pay.

If you're struggling to work out maintenance payments by yourselves, you might be able to
reach an agreement through mediation. Mediation starts with a
‘mediation information and assessment meeting’ (MIAM). At the MIAM you’ll find out what

mediation is and how it can help you.

If you decide to go to court to ask for financial support, you’ll normally need to prove that you've
been to a MIAM. There are exceptions when you don’t have to go to a MIAM first - for example,
if you've suffered domestic abuse.

There’s no easy formula to work out how much maintenance payments should be, or how long
they should last. It's up to you and your ex-partner to decide.

It's worth checking what benefits you might be able to get, or whether you can get anything
extra on top of what you already claim. Maldon and District Citizens Advice can perform a
benefit check for you to ensure you are receiving all you are entitled to.

A pet is treated as an item of personal property in the same way as furniture, artwork and
jewellery etc. This means that the pet would stay with the person who purchased it unless it
was subsequently gifted.

Again, you may be able to agree a solution through mediation, such as who the dogs will stay
with or whether you want a shared care arrangement. If you decide on the latter it is also
important to consider who will be responsible for any associated costs, such as Vet bills etc.
